are completely dry before refitting.

- By hand: Soak in warm water and a neutral washing up
liquid. For stubborn grease stains use a soft nylon brush or
sponge to help remove these stains. (Leave to dry naturally
out of direct sun light)

- In a dishwasher: Ensure that placement of the filters is
made so as to not impede the function of the spray arm.
Washing the filters in a dishwasher may cause discoloration
of the aluminum inner mesh over time although it will not
affect their performance. Filters should be washed separately
to crockery and kitchen utensils, it is advisable not to use
rinse aid.

Method two: Use a flat-head screwdriver to pry out the
light along the bottom hole of the LED, then pull out the
light link wire and unplug the terminal on the light link wire
slowly (see Pic c).

3. Install it back in reverse step.
